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Challenges

Global dissemination of new knowledge and maximising the chances of young
researchers without obstacles

= Controlling costs and time in the migration period
(implementing OA shouldn’t lead to higher costs)

= Young scientists’ careers should be promoted, not jeopardised

= Different publishing cultures in the disciplines need to be treated adequately

= Different research cultures in Europe, the USA and Asia

= Development of the publishers: attractive new business models for OA?

= Future “publication world” not foreseeable; Golden Road just one of several ways
